Axle & Wheel Installation

1. Switch engine off.

2. Be sure that all gasoline has been drained from fuel tank.

3. Remove component parts from box and ensure that all are accounted for [refer to component breakdown on p. 1]

4. Using 5/16™18x3/4" Hex Bolts (#1), 5/16"-18 Nylon Nuts (#2) and 5/ 16" ID Steel Washer (#3), attach Axle
Bracket | (#15]) to bottom cross plate of the generator frame. [Refer to lllustration 1.4)

9. Insert Axle [(Short) (#5] through brackets.

6. On each end of the axle, insert 3/4” x 2-1 /2" Plastic Pipe [#11), 5/8" |.D. Washers [#6] and Tubeless Tire (#8].

7. Raise and support the engine end of the generator to install Handles (#4). Fit the cradle portion of the handles
against the bottom of the generator frame. Use the Handle Clamp (Long) (#13), 5/16" I.D. Washer (#3] and
5/16*18 x 1-3/4” Hex Bolts (#19] to secure Handle to frame. One Handle Clamp (Long] (#13) should be placed at
both the top and bottom on the handle. Refer to lllustration 1.1 & 1.2.

If installing the wheel kit on generator G2E00, refer to step #8.

8. Install Handle Clamp (Long) on handle, as near to the top of the frame as possible. Use the G2800I Handle Bracket
(#18] to attach the handle to the bottom of the frame as in step #7. Refer to lllustration 1.3.

Wrap one piece of 3/4” x 1” Thin Wall Hose (#10)] over the frame at a point near the output end of the Water
Pump. Place Axle Bracket Ill (#17] over the tubing, using a hammer to knock into place if necessary. Secure the Axle
Bracket Ill (#17] by using the 5-1/6"18 x 3/4” Hex Bolts (#1), 5/16" |.D. Washers (#3) and 5/16” Nylon Nuts
(#2] to tighten the bracket against the plate.
